INDIAN HIGH COMMISSIONER STRENGTHENS TIES WITH SIERRA LEONE PARLIAMENT

B.C. Pradhan, Indian High Commissioner to Sierra Leone, paid a courtesy call on the Rt. Hon.
Speaker, Segepoh Solomon Thomas Esg., today with a view to deepening diplomatic ties between the
Indian and Sierra Leonean Parliaments. The visit underscores a shared commitment to fostering
cooperation in areas of mutual interest, including trade, technology and capacity-building.
